House which is a 14 storey worker accommodation block at Addenbrookesôs Hospital in 

Cambridge specified by Icopal, world leaders in roofing and structural waterproofing. 

The works incorporated a FOC 20 year IMA contractors insurance backed warranty. 

Original roof condition and highlighted problems 
 

Grantchester House at Addenbrookeôs Hospital in Cambridge provides essential staff 

Accommodation but has suffered from water ingress and therefore quality of life for its 

Residents has been affected. Full independent scaffold was not feasible and Higham 

Roofing devised safe methods of working consisting of crane lifting of scaffold, plant, 

skips and materials and also utilised abseilers to assist in the erecting of Hilti fixed 

perimeter edge protection. 

Scaffold designers and Structural Engineers were appointed to mitigate levels of risk. Due 

to the buildingôs height, debris netting was unusable and the use of double-boarded and 

polythened access fans and a 3m wide heras fenced exclusion compound were erected 

to remove all risk to pedestrians. 

The rendering and reduction package was also awarded to Higham Roofing. 

 

In addition, Granchester House had to remain undisturbed in operation throughout the 

roofing works, therefore this project required an immense amount of attention and a 

very organised and systematic work manner regarding noise levels at particular times. 
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
